	THREAD WAS DOUBLED AS DEMONSTRATED 
	Student measured thread against arm length and then doubled it. 
	Student measured thread but did not double it. 
	Student did not complete this step of project. 

	THREADED NEEDLE AND MADE DOUBLE KNOT 
	Student threaded needle and made a double knot. 
	Student did thread needle but did not make a double knot. 
	Student did not complete this step of project. 

	SEWED THROUGH BUTTON 5 TO 6 TIMES 
	Student sewed the button 5 to 6 times. 
	Student sewed the button 8 or more times. 
	Student did not complete this step of project. 

	EQUAL NUMBER OF THREAD ON BOTH SETS OF BUTTON HOLES 
	Student sewed with an equal number of threads on both sets of button holes. 
	Student has an unequal number of threads on both sets of button holes. 
	Student did not complete this step of project. 

	THREAD KEPT DIRECTLY UNDER BUTTON 
	Threads are kept directly under button. 
	Threads are spread out under button and they are generally messy. 
	Student did not complete this step of project. 

	DISTANCE BETWEEN BUTTON AND FABRIC 
	Student has some distance, for the shank, between the thread and the fabric. 
	Student left no distance between thread and fabric for the shank. 
	Student did not complete this step of project. 

	BUTTON IS SECURE 
	Button is secure. 
	Button is not securely sewn onto fabric. There are 3 or less threads holding the button to the fabric. 
	Student did not complete this step of project. 

	WRAP THREAD AROUND THREADS UNDER BUTTON 
	Student wrapped thread around the shank, under the button, 3 to 4 times. 
	Student wrapped threads around the shank, under the button 8 or more times. 
	Student did not complete this step of project. 

	BUTTON SEWN NEAT AND CLEAN WITH ALL THREADS CLIPPED 
	The button was neat and clean with all the threads clipped. 
	The button had loops coming out of the front of the button and there were threads that were not clipped. 
	Student did not complete this project. 

	WORKED SAFELY AND EFFICIENTLY; CLEANED WORK AREA & PUT SUPPLIES AWAY PROPERLY
	Student gave in project on due date, left work areas clean with all supplies returned to proper places. Safety rules were always followed. 
	Student either did not give project in on due date, or left supplies out in work areas. Safety rules were not consistently followed. 
	Student did not give project in on time, and did not leave work area clean and neat. Supplies were not always returned to where they belonged. Safety rules were not consistently followed.
