Steps in Developing a New Health Science Technology Program or Expanding an Existing Program

1. Survey community healthcare resources.

2. Recruit an advisory committee.

3. Establish partnerships with healthcare professionals, representatives from institutions of higher learning, and local healthcare industries.

4. Review Health Science Technology Education program standards.

5. Plan public relations and recruitment strategies.

6. Hire a qualified teacher(s).

7. Determine course offerings.

8. Establish work-based learning business partnerships.

9. Allocate classroom and laboratory space.

10. Purchase equipment and instructional materials.

11. Develop curriculum guidelines based on advisory committee recommendations.

12. Identify program evaluation components using the Quality Review Measures.

Student Selection
One of the most important factors in the success of any Health Science Technology Education program is the quality of students selected for the program.  Every student selected should have a strong interest in a career in the health professions.  Aptitude, interest, and abilities should be carefully evaluated in all applicants.  When selecting students for a Health Science Technology program, it is recommended that careful consideration be given to:

1. a desire to learn and interest in a health career;

2. regular attendance and punctuality;

3. academic and disciplinary profiles;

4. teacher recommendations;

5. willingness to comply with program standards;

6. extracurricular activities and hobbies; and

7. traits such as honesty, sincerity, dependability, adaptability, and perseverance.

All career and technology education opportunities will be offered without regard to race, color, national origin, sex, or disability.  Students with disabilities should be capable of benefiting from the training offered. Support services are be provided to assist students with special needs master the Health Science Technology standards.
