Project/Problem/Activity Description:


Design a Poster or Produce a Video explaining Blood Borne Pathogen Universal Precautions, Sports Medicine One

Student Work:

· Students will survey all information presented by teacher in a lecture format.

· Students will actively research universal precautions used in protecting against the spread of blood borne pathogens.

· Students will design and produce an action video explaining universal precautions or students may elect to create a poster to meet the same objective.

· Students will present their work to the entire class.

Key Concepts/Objectives:

· Describe universal precautions and OSHA standards pertaining to blood borne pathogens.

Vocabulary Terms

· AIDS (acquired immunodeficiency syndrome) – A disease that acts on the immune system, making an individual susceptible to the smallest of infections.

· Bloodborne pathogens – Microorganisms that can cause disease that are present in blood and other bodily fluids.

· Disinfectants – A solution that inactivates a virus and should be used to clean tables, floors, and work areas.

· HBV (hepatitis B virus) – A virus that is transmitted through blood and other bodily fluids that causes inflammation of the liver.

· HIV (human immunodeficiency virus) – A virus that is transmitted through blood and other bodily fluids that leads to acquired immunodeficiency syndrome.

· OSHA (Occupational Safety and Health Administration) – The organization responsible for health and safety in the workplace.

· Retrovirus – A virus that enters a host cell and changes its RNA to proviral DNA replica

· Virus – A submicroscopic parasite organism that depends on the nutrients within cells.
