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Sports Medicine 1 and 2

Project Title: Journal of Article Reviews
Project/Problem/Activity Description:


The teacher locates and copies of articles from sources such as the National Athletic Trainers Association (NATA) news, Training and Conditioning, etc.   Each day a different article is read and critiqued by students.  All reviews are kept in a journal that is turned in at the end of the nine weeks.  

Student Work:

· Each student will read an article on a topic related to sports medicine.

· Each student will compose an article review with one paragraph summarizing the article. and a second paragraph critiquing the content and providing the student’s opinion on the topic .

· Each student will have 15-20 minutes at the beginning of class to complete the assignment.

· Each student will record all article reviews in a spiral notebook.  

Key Concepts/Objectives:

· Read current literature on sports medicine topics.

· Summarize and critique current literature.

Anticipated Resources:


· Current literature on a variety of topics from sources such as the NATA news, Training and Conditioning, etc

Estimated Instructional Time:


· 15-20 minutes each day, except on test days
