Describe Assessment for this Project/Problem/Activity:

There are four defendants who are each facing four charges. The students will take each defendant and each charge to determine level of guilt if any. In their paper, the student will give his reasoning for his findings on each charge for each defendant. The student should cite any relevant legal concepts that have been learned in class. There would be 16 charges that would have to be written about with each charge being worth 6.25 points. The number of points to be awarded for each finding could range from 0 to 6.25 based on their defense of their findings with correct legal concepts.
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
