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Sports Medicine 1 and 2

Activity: SportsWare 2005 Demo
Activity Description:


The teacher must download a demo copy of the injury tracking software, SportsWare 2005, from www.csmisolutions.com.  The demo program should then be loaded on computers to be used by students.  (It’s probably best to ask you school’s technology person for permission.  They may even be able to download and install the demo program on the computers for you.)  The teacher demonstrates how to input injury information into the problem to create a variety of reports required for quality recordkeeping.  Students can practice entering information concerning an athletic injury and its evaluation, treatment, and rehabilitation.       

Student Work:

· Each student will compose 3 SOAP (Subjective, Objective, Assessment, and Progress) notes on paper.

· Each student will input the information from the SOAP notes into SportsWare 2005.

· Each student will create at least 3 reports from SportsWare 2005 utilizing the information they have input.
