	1. By-laws:

     Review of recently passed changes to the bylaws

A. “Article IV – Officers, Section III – Method of Election or Appointment, 5. The duty of coordinating all electronic voting will be assigned to the Past President”
B. “Article IV – Officers, Section VI – Duties of Members of Executive Council, 5d. The Treasurer shall: Oversee the utilization of a product for electronic credit card transactions. There will be a convenience fee added to the consumer’s total.”
C. “Article IV – Officers, Section VI – Duties of Members of Executive Council, 7a. The Past President shall: Serve as a chair of the Nomination Committee and coordinate all electronic voting.”
Discussion: By-Law changes passed by previous electronic vote
2. Renewal of subscription for Nurse Tim paid by OHCETA 
Discussion: 
· Lara Morris provided information regarding use of NurseTim subscription. Annual fee is $1900. Also discussed membership through National Consortium for Health Sciences Teachers and membership fee of $25 per teacher as group rate. This membership is not connected with ACTE Health Science division membership dues. Individual membership rate $45. Expense for this membership would greatly exceed the Nurse Tim subscription fee. Motion made to approve renewal of Nurse Tim subscription made by Kebi Allen, 2nd made by JR Polzien. Vote passes. 
3. HCE “Day at the Capitol”:  Schedule not released, yet, by OKACTE.
4. OHCETA Executive Council Elections Changes

a) April/May and establish a membership deadline for voting. 

i) Having a membership deadline will allow us to send out an email letting all of health know when they should receive their ballots. If they don’t receive the ballots by the established date they should notify the past-president who will then verify their membership status so they can be sent a ballot. This will reduce the number of members who do not get to vote d/t not receiving their ballot in time.

b) Newly elected positions would still start after the Summer Business Meeting. 

c) Allows the incoming President to present an agenda for the upcoming year at the summer business meeting.

d) Allows the new officers to have their first meeting during our summer conference instead of having to schedule it during the fall semester. 
Discussion: 
· Dustin Hicks discussed how earlier election would benefit the incoming officers. Payment of membership dues will remain due at time of OK Summit in August. Nominations open March 1st 2020. Deadline for nominee video/bios to be submitted by April 20th, 2020. Candidate information would be distributed to members April 27th through May 8th. Voting would open May 8th. Deadline for submitting votes to be May 15th. Email reminders about election deadline 2 days prior to end of election. No changes to by-laws necessary. 
5. Creation of the “OHCETA Cup” 

a) Recognize schools who are active in our organization and furthering Health Careers Education in our state. 
b) I’d like input on whether it should go to one school each year or be more like a “Gold-Star” status that OkACTE recognizes. 
c) Be thinking about criteria for a rubric we can put together to determine which school(s) get recognized.
Discussion:

· Paula Estrada and LaDonna Selvidge suggest formation of sub-committee to develop guidelines. Sub-Committee volunteers include Dustin Hicks, Paula Estrada, Kebi Allen, and Leslie Quick. Will develop guidelines and then will present at Spring OHCETA meeting for vote from the members.

a) To be sent out to the OHCETA membership updating them on what is occurring in the organization and other news that is important to our membership. 

b) Information will be gathered from the members-at-large, OHCETA officers, and ODCTE Health Staff to assist in creating the newsletter.

c) Sent out 2-3 times a year via email.

d) Reporter will be responsible for putting the newsletter together, with the assistance of the officers and input from the membership.
