Legal and Moral Responsibilities and Obligations
· If parents fail to provide for their child’s basic needs, they can, by law, be punished
· Obligations to provide basic needs may be complete by the time the child reaches adulthood
· Obligations may last a lifetime for those children with special needs

Types of Parents
· 


parent-one who assumes legal responsibilities for a child and raises the child as his or her own
·

 parent-children who are related by blood to the parents; the biological offspring of a man and woman
·

· One who provides a temporary living arrangement for children when their own parents are unable to care for them

· Reimbursed by the government or private institution for the children's expenses 

· Volunteer their time, effort, and love

· Examples-residential home, group home, etc.

-a parent of one’s father or mother who may assist parents or help raise grandchildren in times of need or crisis
· Grandparents may serve a parenting role with or without the full responsibility of 

 grandchildren.

-one who has the legal responsibility to care for another person.

 Parent-divorced, widowed, or unmarried person with children
· 


-the spouse of a child’s remarried parent

Demands of Parenthood
· Can affect career development if one parent chooses to stay 



· Can be emotionally, physically, and financially absorbing
· Limits

· Limits the time available to focus on other relationships
· Requires knowledge of child development
· Long term commitment
Characteristics of Parent Readiness
· Stresses and demands of parenthood require emotional maturity
· Both parents need to honestly want a baby
· Be prepared for the commitment of parenthood
· Having a child is an expensive commitment to make
· Direct cost-doctors, hospitals, and infant care items
· Indirect cost-income loss of potential income
· Child development knowledge helps prepare parents to have realistic expectations of their child during various stages of development
· Aware of the responsibilities and commitments
· I deal age for women to get pregnant 20 and 35 years of age
· Most likely to ensure a successful pregnancy
· Health of baby greatly depends on the health of the parents
· Children change the lifestyle of couples
· Parent needs become second to babies needs
· Peer and social activities can be limited
Overcoming Infertility
· Couples should seek help from a physician if they are unable to conceive.
· The following are treatments for infertility, some may have health risks involved:
· Artificial



Sperm is medically injected into the uterus or fallopian tubes
· Counseling or reduction of 



· Fertility Drugs
Powerful synthetic compounds used to trigger activity of the ovaries to release eggs
Increases the chances of fertility
Drawbacks
Not an accurate way to determine dosage
Too little can be unhelpful
Too much can cause

· In vitro fertilization
Egg and sperm are joined in a 



Fertilized egg is then implanted into the uterus

Challenges of Teenage Parents
· Increased health risks for mother and child
Death rate for babies of teen moms are double the rate of babies born to older women
· Increased risk of having a 

 birth weight and/or premature babies
Premature delivery increases risks of long-term physical problems and defects
· Lack of income; dependence on

· Loss of friends, dates, and social activities
· Loss of educational opportunities
· Prenatal care often
