





High School Career Plan

Materials/Supplies

A high school handbook, which lists course requirements, "Six Year Plan of Study” worksheet, pen/pencil
Activity

· Hand out each student's Six-Year Plan of Study. 
· Explain the credit system and course requirements needed for high school graduation, college entrance, or post-secondary education or training. 
· Have students fill in the required courses needed for graduation. 
· Have students select the elective courses they would like to take for each grade level. 
· Have students identify and select the extracurricular activities they plan to participate in. 
· Have students’ record college or training information.

Students will be evaluated on development of a high school career plan.
