Activities for Touring Oklahoma:

1. Create a pamphlet encouraging travel to the state of Oklahoma,

a. Use computer or hand draw, should be an individual activity.

b. Present pamphlet to class.

2. Make a poster with the state of Oklahoma on it. I do this activity for Unit 2,

a. Pick something from each ‘country’ that is a major point of interest.
b. Also list what theme it represents.

c. This poster should include every theme. EX: don’t do all ‘weather’ themes for each country. 

d. The purpose of this activity is to show the students the diversification of areas of interest in Oklahoma.

3. Draw Oklahoma map on larger paper. This can be done in pairs. 

a. Draw counties in each country as you discuss the chapters. This can be an ongoing project.
b. On the map, they will need to list the county seat and describe any points of interest in each county.
4. Another way I keep them interested is have them do power points for individual themes in the “countries”.

a. Again, this can be done as group work or individuals, depending on computer accessibility.

b. This enhances computer skills and speaking in front of the class.

NOTE: Activity 3 & 4 are not done on every unit.

5. I usually get to take 2 field trips with this class.

a. First field trip is with Oklahoma History Class to the Cherokee Village in Tahlequah. JOM helps pay for this trip.

b. The second trip is decided by discussion with the class. They create a poster telling why it would be beneficial and educational to go to the place they want to go to. Criteria is it has to be with the school guidelines for a field trip.

c. After each field trip the students do a short report on what NEW information they learned from the trip.
FINAL FOR TOURING OKLAHOMA

1. Follow assigned highway from state line to state line.

2. Name ‘countries’ it goes through.

3. Name counties it passes through.
4. List and describe at least one point of interest in each county.

5. Include a map legend with symbols and descriptions.
