4. What route did we travel to Oklahoma?

5. What personal stories does our family have about our adventures to the Sooner state?  (Share at least one story.)

6. Include pictures of family members, memorabilia, and events about your move to Oklahoma.  
7. You will present this information along with pictures and illustrations to the class in a power point presentation.

8. Your project is worth 100 points.
