January 13, 2014

I. The meeting was called to order at 10:18am

B. Others Present:  Mary Jane Grayson-Division Adviser and Janet Karner-Southwest Region Program Specialist  

II. There were no corrections to the minutes. 
III. The treasurer's report was given by Brooke Kusch. The current balance in the checking account is $12,257.72 with the following breakdown: $2,709.75-scholarship fund, $2,846.75-opportunity fund, and $6,701.22 in the operating fund.  The OKACTE discussion continued regarding membership, registration and luncheon. Mary Jane plans to go to Oklahoma City to visit with Debbie Newsom to help resolve these issues.  
IV. Committee Reports
A. Financial Growth -Brooke plans to develop a handout for the district representatives about gathering the $5.00 from each member and where to send it, etc. 
B. Legislative - Ann and Donna are doing a great job planning FACS Day at the Capitol.  They are working on a letter to teachers, schedule of events, and tips for teachers handout.  These items will be up on iCat and registration will be there also.  It was agreed upon to increase the number of Spotlights on Projects tables to 17 by sharing FACS Display tables, keeping the total number of tables at 25.  
C.  Membership - Laura created a membership letter which was then distributed by email by the Vice Presidents. A few responses had been received and those were discussed. It was encouraged that the Vice Presidents meet with the District Representatives at Summer Conference. 
D. Nominating - OKACTE and ACTE applications have changed. The deadline is February 15th for the first step in the application process. 
E. Scholarship - Oklahoma State University, East Central University, and the University of Central Oklahoma have all been contacted regarding the scholarship. In future years it will be clarified on the application and information sheet that taking FACS classes in high school is NOT a requirement.  
F. Public Information - the application for Curriculum Showcase will be available soon. Teri has requested that we ask for a unit lesson not just an activity. 
G. Awards - OATFACS application deadline is February 15th. NATFACS deadline is in July. We should plan to decide on candidates at our meeting during New Teacher Academy.  Karin is attending an OKACTE awards workshop this week and will report back. It was voted to dissolve the Helen Jensen Award due to depleted funds starting in 2014-2015. Motion carries. 
V. Old Business
A. Scholarship and Opportunity Fund - there was a tabled motion from the previous meeting which would increase the opportunity fund from $300 to $500 beginning in 2014-2015.  Motion carries. 
B. ACTE  Conference - Sharing Topics - Helen wanted to know when and in what format we wanted to present the ideas we gathered at ACTE. Katrina suggested during curriculum showcase at summer conference. 
C. FACS T-shirts - "We teach college, career, and home readiness," was the slogan that was agreed upon. Amanda will proceed with getting some designs. It was discussed that the officers would get shirts and then orders would be taken at spring PI meetings and at New Teacher Academy.  
VI. New Business

B. NATFACS Honorary - Ann moved that Carolyn Cotton be nominated for this award. Donna seconds the motion. Motion carries. Karin will go forward with the nomination. 
C. New Teacher Presentation - the tentative dates for the New Teacher Academy are July 21st – 23rd.  OATFACS usually presents the second day which would be July 22nd. It was suggested that the OATFACS presentation be more straight forward. Katrina volunteered to put together a brochure. 
VII. Report from the State Office
A. Mary Jane encouraged the officers to think about any trends we were exposed to at ACTE. Also we were to decide what topics we wanted to present on and email those topics to Mary Jane and Helen. It was suggested that we contact DJ Bowker to present of FACS and Common Core.  Mary Jane challenged us to create conversations about OATFACS at Regional STAR Events. The final challenge was to consider doing a presentation next year at ACTE in Nashville on November 20th - 23rd.  
B. The technology grants have changed. The grants will be available for larger amounts which means a fewer number will be rewarded. The grants will no longer be divided by division. The grants will also include more items than just technology. 
C. Summer Conference planning will be done via email. It was suggested that the business meeting be a brunch this year. They are looking at an optional 3rd day of summer conference this year as well.
