iPad use policy:

· Students will sign the class rule sheet stating that iPad use is restricted to the class assignment only.  This is also signed by the parent.  Failure to follow rules results in NO iPad use-they may watch others and record an assignment on paper.
· iPad’s screens are to be visible to the teacher at all times.  (leave on table-not held in lap)

· DO get screen protectors (cheapest through eBay-I bought them and got reimbursed)

· Have an electronics cleaning cloth-$2 at Walmart in cleaning section-for students to clean smudges

· Record in roll book which iPad is checked out to a student on which day (in case of non-appropriate use)…I try to use the same number as the gradebook number if possible.

· Have an educational purpose whenever you let students use iPads…

· Do not use eBay or craigslist…pornography can pop up easily and students can find it!

· Have a locking, charging cart and be diligent about checking for all iPad’s at the end of class.  These will walk away if you don’t lock up EVERY time.

· You do not have to have a credit card to set up an iTunes to use your school email.  Just Google iTunes without credit card…it was easy.

· Do not use your personal iTunes acct with the school iPads
