2. Go to www.wordle.net  to create your wordle 

3. Click on “Create Your Own” then type or paste all your words and phrases for this topic.  

a. To keep short phrases together, put a ~ where the space would be.
b. To make your topic name larger, like WORDLE in the example above, you simply type it several times in the wordle list.  The more times a word appears, the larger it is, however it will only appear once, not five or six times in your final wordle. 
c. If you are typing directly into wordle, instead of pasting from another source, copy your text before clicking "go".  This will allow you to quickly re-paste your words and phrases if you see a problem with the results.   This site will not save your text for editing.

4. .Click “go” to see your text in wordle.  
5. Your topic is now in WORDLE form!  Click “Randomize” to see other versions of your unique wordle.  

6. When you find one you like, hold down the shift key while clicking "Print Screen", (Make sure to move the pointer out of the way first), then press Control C to copy 

7. Open a PowerPoint to a blank slide and then press Control V to paste your wordle.  Crop the extra “stuff” from around the edges then fit the image to cover the whole slide. 
 
8. Print a color copy to display on the wall after you present your PowerPoint Slide to the class and give details about your topic.
